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® Tragic Toll: 57 Massacres Claimed Over 1,200 Civilian Lives
(February 1, 2021 - July 22, 2024)

Amidst ongoing armed confiict following the coup, there were over 57 incidents of civilian massacres, resulting in
over 1,224 deaths. The Sagaing Region amounted to the highest number of fatalities, with over 32 incidents of
civilian massacres in a total of 17 townships. These incidents in the Sagaing Region resulted in over 662 civilian
deaths, amounting to 54 percent of the total.

The Thanan village incident on
November 24, 2023, Kuki armed
groups abducted and murdered 37
residents of Thanan village in Tamu
township.

On April 11, 2023, an MAF airstrike
murdered a total of 174 civilians,
consisting of 112 men, 24 women,
and 38 children in Pa Zi Gyi village,
Kanbalu township. There were over
18 incidents of massacres
nationwide, resulting in over 518
civilian deaths.

The Byaing Hpyu incident RS

OnMay 19, 2024, a Myanmar Armed
Forces (MAF) column entered
Byaing Hpyu village in Sittwe
township and simultaneously
murdered 76 civilians. There were
over 22 incidents of the civilian
massacre caused by the MAF
columnraids, resulting in over 418
civilian deaths.

A The Son incident

On May 9, 2024, the MAF shelled
Son village in Myingyan township
following a clash with a local
resistance force, murdering 32
civilians. There were over four
incidents of heavy shelling
nationwide, resulting in at least 65
civilian deaths.

0 The Mo So incident

On December 24, 2022, the MAF
murdered and burned the bodies of
44 civilians who were seeking
refuge in Mo So village, Hpruso
township. The death toll also
included two employees of Save
The Children. There were over eight

incidents of civilians burned to
death by fire, resulting in over 126
civilian deaths.
